Each Thursday lunch hour or evening local Visual Artists will create artwork during the concert series for the public to view.  The summer music sounds cover all genres of music, from Latin to classical.  Local artist’s of all professional levels and mediums are invited to participate and create a work of art that will fit the style of music be presents.  This series offers 100’s of people weekly to enjoy free music, and be exposed to the “live” creation of art.  It gives the artist a one- on–one experience to be engaged with their audience while creating and gathering feedback and support.  Allowing them an opportunity they may not otherwise have.  Completed artworks will be donating to Bayshore Town Center, where NSAA we will create a permanent collection for the public to view and enjoy
AIM mission is to raise awareness of the visual arts and critical thinking skills to our local community.  
Guidelines

1. Artist need to review Musician calendar.  Once reviewed, artist’s need to submit the attached art proposal sheet describing project and 

how it relates to the music is it being considered with. 

2. All mediums will be considered.  Art work must begin with the concert and be completed by the end of the performance.  Art may return to the studio for events such as glazing, firings or other final step.  Then returned to NSAA in a timely manner.
3. The audience for AIM is the general public of all ages.  Designs should be appropriate for public viewing.  Corporate logos or advertising will not be accepted.  Unless provided by Bay Shore Town Center or NSAA.

4. AIM will take place each Thursday lunch hour or evening from late June to mid August.  
5. Artist is responsible for any transportation that is required for his/her display and work. 
6. Submissions need to be returned to Paula D. Christensen by July 8th.  Mail to: NSAA, 1111 Broad Street, Grafton, WI 53024.  Attn: Paula D. Christensen
7. Two NSAA representatives will be on site to each artist with set up, booth sitting and break down.  NSAA may reject any design that does not conform to the proposal submitted by the artist.

Timeline

1. Submission due July 8th  ,2010

2. Artists are notified of acceptance by May 10th, 2010.
Due to the large number of artists participating AIM, meeting assigned deadlines is critical to the success of the entire event.  Please be mindful of the schedule as you produce your piece.
